Some Easy Strategies for Narnia

Personal invitation strategies:

1. INVITE PEOPLE


A personal invitation from a friend is always the most effective.  You can also send invitations by e-mail to a Narnia even, or you can print your own invitations using graphics found on this web-page (you will need to translate/modify it):

(Depending on whom you are inviting, you might want to tell them that you are interested in discussing the film afterward)

2. AFTER the FILM Discussion


Questions:  (3 questions and a 4th step) 

1) What did you like about the Film?

2) What didn’t you like about it?

3) If the big message of the movie is tied to Edmund and the Stone Table, what do you think the movie is trying to communicate? 

4) Transition to your testimony. 

3. Leaving piece 


The “Narnia a Life Changing Journey” tract


Give this track to everyone who came to the film

Note that the last panel is designed to collect contact information, and it can be adapted to your specific location.

4. AFTER the FILM Small-Group Meeting


A Bible study for use by youth-leaders has been prepared and translated.
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Broad sowing and Narnia – 

1. Big distribution of Narnia invitations or tracts.  (Outside of classes, in the dormitories, make “table tents for the dinning halls and café’s”) 

A) Use a www.narniaresources.com invitation

B) Optional modifications – Include a website for those who want more information.  Perhaps advertise a follow-up event that will take place about 5-7 days after the invitation/flier distribution

B) One might prefer to distribute the ““Narnia a Life Changing Journey” tract if the team placed a high value on communicating the Gospel in the massive distribution piece.

2. Advertise an “If you have seen Narnia” follow-up event.

3. Design the “If you have seen Narnia” follow-up event.


Ideas for the event:  

· Discussion group questions

· A few thoughts about C.S Lewis

· His imagination was even greater than what you experienced at this film, and that will be apparent as Disney produces other volumes of the 7 part series.  

· The tale of Narnia actually all started with a magician, who had a ring that enabled 2 other children to stumble into Narnia, as well as into another world--the dead world of the white witch.

· Lewis had a clear purpose for his Allegory

· Show a variety of the artistic concepts for Aslan that have been used over the years.

· A few choice pieces of Narnia trivia

· Distribute a recipe for Turkish delight

4. Leaving piece –

Give this track to everyone who comes to the follow-up event

Buy out the theater Strategy – 

The power of this strategy is that if you “control the theater” you can try to do an “add-on” communication piece immediately after the film.  As time permits, you could have immediate discussion groups in the theater.  You can immediately pass out the “Narnia a Life Changing Journey” tracts.  You can verbally invite everyone to a follow-up event.  

Film exit strategies – 

Where it is allowed you could distribute the ““Narnia a Life Changing Journey” tracts to everyone who saw the film.  The tract could contain a website that offers a point of connection for interested people, as well advertise a follow-up meeting that gives people an opportunity to discuss Narnia. 
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
